a. Stormwater Mitigation Gaysport Update - The Borough submitted the required Pennsylvania DEP permit application for the project in November.  The DEP has a 90 day review period for such applications, and the Borough is currently awaiting the DEP’s response.

b. [bookmark: _Hlk181942109]Stormwater Management - East End Project - Borough staff met with two commercial property owners along the project corridor to discuss easements needed for the storm line to be installed.  As a result of the meetings, the path of the storm line was shifted slightly to avoid going through one of the commercial properties.  The project will now require only one private property owner easement, which is in the process of being obtained.

c. Blight Committee Update - The Committee and Borough continued to discuss the high priority cases while Code Enforcement handles the lower priority cases. The Blight Committee meetings for 2026 will now take place on the first Wednesday of each month at 4:30pm in Council Chambers.
